The course will cover the first nine chapters of the text. The subject matter is essentially the same as covered in a course in calculus of a single variable. What is different is that in advanced calculus we will study why the definitions are given the way they are and what are the limitations of the results, that is, the reason for certain hypotheses. There will be an emphasis on proofs and correct presentation of results. Students are expected to be able to prove all of the results presented and construct proofs of their own.
The homework is crucial and students will be expected to present proofs and to be aware of potential problems and be critical of the arguments being presented.

The grades for the course will depend on the homework, mid-term exams and a comprehensive final. 

We expect to cover the first nine chapters of the text. Additional material may be presented in class. Students are expected to take

detailed notes.
